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Armenia and Armenians wake up.....

ARMENIA AND ARMENIANS WAKE UP BEFORE IT IS TOO LATE!
 

While we Armenians and Armenia are in deep stupor, our two most “benevolent neighbors” the Turks and Azerbaijanis are working relentlessly to further isolate Armenia and accelerate the demise of our people and nation.
 

It wasn’t enough that the Baku-Ceytan pipeline bypassed Armenia. Now, in addition to planning to build a railroad that will bypass Armenia by going through Georgia in the North, they have planned to build another railroad that will bypass the South Western part of Armenia and join Kars (current Turkey) to the existing railroad in Nakhichevan. And later, they want to join a segment of the Nakhichevan railroad to Iran. 
 

Thus Armenia will be completely isolated and excluded from participating in international transport from Europe to China and from Europe to the Persian Gulf.   
 

This will be the final blow to make the existing Kars to Gumri (Armenia) international railroad obsolete for international use. If they succeed, then the SOLE function of the Kars Gumri railroad will be to transport passengers and freight in and out of Armenia.
 

The building of these railroads will be fatal for the economy and existence of Armenia. We should not allow them built. We have to stop them and we have to stop them NOW. Armenia and Armenians (we) throughout the world should join forces, cooperate, coordinate and use all possible means to stop these from happening. Tomorrow will be too late. Turkey and Azerbaijan have joined their forces and are using other countries to advance their Genocidal plan. The least we should do is to stop them. 
 

To start with I have a couple of suggestions:
 

1. To show how serious we are, and bring this to the attention of the world, first and foremost we should stop the (Karabakh) Artsakh Peace Talks by informing the negotiators that all negotiations to date are null and void. After all, one of the reasons we are in negotiations is to open the borders and have “friendly international relations.” These transparent actions prove once again that they are dishonest and not sincere in their negotiations. In addition Armenia and Armenians (we) should inform the members of the European Union, United States, and all other nations that may potentially use the “new railroads” that the existing Kars (current Turkey) and Gumri (Armenia) railroad that passes through Armenia was in the past effectively used for international transport until the Turks and Azerbaijanis closed their borders, and it will provide again international transport as soon as Turkey and Azerbaijan open their borders. Therefore there is no need to build “new railroads.” 
 

3.   We should also explain to the Europeans and others that this is another indisputable fact that Turkey and Azerbaijan don’t want us to exist. Turkey and Azerbaijan can not accept the fact that, even though they completely blocked their borders, Armenia continues to exist and thrive. All they want is to tighten the “choke hold” even more, further isolate Armenia, deprive from international trade and communication, and finally make Armenia economically nonviable and unable to exist. 
 

In essence they are continuing their genocidal plan every which way they can. They destructed our monuments in the past, and they continue to destroy. (In plain view of the world recently they destructed numerous Khatchkars in Nakhichevan,) and now their plan is to build new railroads. In summary they continue their animosity, genocidal actions and acts to annihilate the Armenian people, instead of trying to have good neighborly relations, friendship and peaceful coexistence. WE WERE THERE MILLENIA BEFORE THEY EXISTED and we will be there as long as there is life on this earth.
